The City of Robstown Fiscal Year October 1, 2023 to September 30, 2024 Annual Operating
Budget is respectfully submitted to the Mayor, Council, and residents of this city. It represents our
commitment to strong financial management practices, and our strategic plan for continued growth
and a sustained future.

The Fiscal Year 2023-2024 Operating Budget is a comprehensive document that addresses the
anticipated revenues and expenditures for all operations including Administration, Police, EMS,
Fire, Municipal Court, Quality Control, Public Works, and Council.

Fiscal year 2022-2023 brought many improvements to the city, including permanently adding bulky
pickup twice annually, fully renovating our swimming pool facilities, installing a walking trail at
“Turtle Park”, purchase of an animal control unit, a dump truck for public works, and a commercial
sanitation truck, and completing approximately 8,000 LF of street reconstruction all while
remaining fiscally responsible and maintaining essential operations. Most notably the city
completed FYE 2018 and 2019 audits with FYE 2020 and 2021 audits set to be completed by
December 2023.

Fiscal Year 2023-2024 included a 5% cost of living adjustment for all employees and added an
additional 6 positions in various departments. Our recruitment and retention program included
salary adjustments for street, parks, and dispatch employees.

The budget document also sets forth the management plan for implementing the programs and
achieving the community goals and objectives. City staff has done an outstanding job preparing for
and participating in the development of this budget. | would like to give special recognition to all
department heads for putting forth the effort needed to see this budget to fruition.

This budget would not be possible without the efforts of this Mayor and City Council. Thank you
for your tireless efforts to the City of Robstown.

PROPERTY TAX

The FYE 2024 revenue projection is based on the voter approval tax rate of $0.715539 per $100

valuation. The tax rate represents a decrease of .086357 cents from the current rate. This budget
will raise more revenue from property taxes than last year's budget by an amount of $198,034,
which is a 5.52 percent increase from last year's budget, if collected at 100 percent. The property
tax revenue to be raised from new property added to the tax roll this year is $64,802. The
Maintenance & Operations (M&O) rate is 0.435910 and the Interest and Sinking (I&S) rate is
0.279629.

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SALES TAX

The city portion of Sales Tax is projected at $1,490,516 and is based on a 22% increase over
FYE 2023 budgeted amount. The actual sales tax received to date has exceeded the budgeted
amount and is forecasted to continue to increase. Sales tax for the State of Texas has
increased 8.63% this year compared to last year and the City of Robstown is beginning to
see the increase.!

e Special Revenue Fund ($1.0M) — revenues and expenditures related to various projects
and programs that are supported by a dedicated revenue stream, including grant funds.
e Debt Service ($1.48M) — used to account for a portion of ad valorem (property tax) to

support bond payments.

$8,407,853. Due to the growth and General Land Office homes being built in the city, property
taxes are projected to increase 2.57%. The city is experiencing the State-wide increase in sales

tax, projected it to increase 22%, compared to the FYE 2023 budgeted amount.

Total FYE 2024 General Fund expenditures decreased 1.19% from FYE 2023 budgeted
expenditures to a total of $8,407,853. The chart below shows the city-wide expenditures breakdown
for the General Fund. A significant portion of the total budget — seventy-two percent (72%) — is
allocated to Personnel (Salaries and Benefits). The remaining twenty-eight percent (28%) is used
for operational purposes, such as equipment, materials, supplies, and capital outlay.

PUBLIC WORKS

The Public Works Department is responsible for street and drainage maintenance, residential and
commercial sanitation, brush and bulky pickup, park and pool maintenance, and vehicle
maintenance for all city vehicles. With the addition of the new positions, the department consists
of: Administration (three (3) full-time employees), Sanitation (six (6) full-time employees), Street
(eight (8) full-time employees), Parks & Recreation (three (3) full-time employees), Garage (one
(1) full-time employees), and swimming pool (seasonal employees). This year the department
requested three additional employees for the street department and one full-time employee in the
parks department.

ADMINISTRATION

Administration is responsible for oversight of all departments, grants, human resources, marketing,
public relations, open records, economic development, special projects, elections, policy
implementation, and finance including payroll, revenue collections, and budget preparation. To
increase our economic development outreach, an Economic Development Coordinator position
was added to the Administration budget. The Economic Development Coordinator is responsible
for the effective day-to-day support of the economic development business attraction, expansion,
and retention efforts. This role performs a variety of professional work and coordination
implementing key initiatives to promote the business and economic development interests within
the community.
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CODE ENFORCEMENT

The Code Enforcement Department is responsible for the inspection, improvement, and
rehabilitation of environmental hazards in public and private premises by determining the presence
of fire or health hazards, nuisance violations, unsafe building conditions, and violations of any
fire, health, or building regulation, statute, or ordinance. Efforts are coordinated with the Public
Works Sanitation Department.

POLICE DEPARTMENT

The Robstown Police Department is a full-service agency whose mission is to fulfill the Law
Enforcement needs of the people with the highest degree of fairness, professionalism and integrity,
and to protect the inherent rights of the people to live in freedom and safety. The Police
Department has committed to ensuring the safety of our citizens and its law enforcement personnel.
The department includes one (1) Police Chief, twenty-five (25) funded Law Enforcement Officers,
six (6) dispatchers, a records clerk, evidence processor, administrative assistant, and custodian.

FIRE DEPARTMENT

The main function of the Fire Department is to protect life, property, and the assets of the City
from any emergency through preparedness, prevention, public education, the development and
enforcement of fire codes, emergency medical services, fire suppression and hazardous material
incident response. The department responds to calls involving fires, medical emergencies,
hazardous materials, and other emergency events in the City of Robstown. The department consists
of one (1) Fire Chief and twelve (12) full-time firefighters.

QUALITY CONTROL

The Quality Control Department consists of Code Enforcement (two (2) full-time employees),
Animal Control (two (2) full-time employees), Building Inspections (two (2) full-time employees),
a contracted Health Inspector, and two full-time administrative assistants. The building inspector
requested an assistant building official to due to city growth. The Assistant Building Official will
assist in the inspections of new and remodeled residential and/or commercial buildings to ensure
compliance with City building codes, ordinances, and inspection processes.

MUNICIPAL COURT

The municipal court of record is established to provide a more efficient disposition of cases arising
in the city, and to enforce the ordinances of the city more effectively. The Municipal Court of
Record consists of an appointed Municipal Court Judge, full-time appointed court clerk, full-time
Court Administrator, and a full-time Court Clerk.
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The budget and capital improvement program recognize the importance of well-planned
improvements and replacements that are necessary to protect our public facilities. Therefore, the
budget document not only serves as a policy guide for the coming year, but it also establishes a
long-range planning document that provides the framework for sound financial decision making
and establishes the foundation for a strong and dynamic future for the community.
